The specific purposes for which this
corporation is organized are to support the work of animation studies scholars
through conferences and meetings, website facilities, and grants; to promote
scholarship in the fields of animation art and history; to provide forums for
discussion of animation studies teaching practices; and to disseminate animation
studies related material through educational lectures, a newsletter (free to
patrons), a peer-reviewed journal (online and free to the public), or otherwise.

(c) No substantial part of the activities of this corporation shall consist of
carrying on propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the



corporation shall not participate or intervene in any political campaign (including
the publishing or distribution of statements) on behalf of, or in opposition to, any
candidate for public office.
